8. VIETNAM TO SEEK EU FINANCE -
FOR BIG PROJECTS

Vietnam will seek European Union' investment? in 15 big
infrastructure projects® this month at a Paris conference*
expected to have major impact® on the future of the emerging®
Southeast Asian economy’, the EU said on Friday. The EU also
said it would choose three of the projects for technical
assistance®.

The 15 comprise two power stations®, five bridges, two high-
ways, two water treatment’ plants!! and four waste!?
treatment and fertiliser' production projects, the Hanoi office
of the Eurepean Commission'* said in a statement. It put no
price tag'® or time frame'® on the schemes'’, but said three to be
chosen for special EU technical assistance would require a total
of $ 750 million in investment, implying that the cost of all 15
would be well over $ 1 billion.

They are part of a planned overhaul'® of Vietnam's basic
facilities that the government says will require $ 15 billion in
foreign investment and $ 10 billion in government aid by the
turn'® of the century.

The 15 projects will be presented at a joint European
Commission - Viethamese workshop® on November 21 and 22
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for international financing under the build - operate - transfer
(BOT)® system, the EC statement said.

Three of the 15 would be chosen for inclusion in a new $ 20
million "Transition to Market Economy"% technical assistance
programme in Vietnam starting in December. Each of the three
projects would involve about $ 250 million in investment, the
statement said.

"The conference is expected to have a major impact en the
future of Vietnam's economy..." the statement said "Capital is
currently the highest problem facing the country's
infrastructure projects, holding up about 80 percent of the
major construction works". .

Hanoi's delegation at the EC - Vietnam conference will be
led by its top investment manager Dau Ngoc Xuan, chairman
of the State Committee for Cooperation and Investment®.

The government and the World Bank®® are hosting a
separate conference with 18 donor governments in Paris next
Tuesday and Wednesday to seek at least $2 billion in official
development assistance for next year.

8. SINGAPORE HAZE SEEN IMPROVING
- BUT MAY LINGER

Singapore's air on Monday morning was its healthiest since
a haze' settled over the island state’ two months ago, a
government spokesman® said.

But the Environment Ministry® official said it was too soon
to pronounce the lingering haze, which has also covered parts of
Malaysia and Indonesia, officially dispersed.

The Pollutants Standard Index (PSI} at 7 a.m on Monday
measured 40, considered in the "good" range.

The PSI records the air-quality average of the preceding 24
hours.

"This so far is the best since the haze started on August 20,"
the spokesman said. The index® hit® a record high of 142, in the
"Unhealthful” range, on September 27.

.
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Forest and coal-seam’ fires on the Indonesian island of
Sumatra and in Kalimantan, the Indonesian part of Borneo
have been blamed for the haze.

This weekend was one just two prolonged periods of blue
skies for Singaporeans in the past two months.

"The rainy season in Sumatra and Kalimantan is expected
to start in mid-Octeber”, the spokesman said. "This will help
reduce® the fires and hence® the smoke intensity in Singapore.”

He said it was too soon to tell if the haze was subsiding'® for
good.

*"Winds over Singapore are expected to be light and variable
in direction" as we enter the monsoon period*? this month", he
said "we can expect haze conditions te vary, thinning on some
days and returning on others".

Singapore officiais met their Indonesian counterparts'? in
Jakarta over the weekend to discuss™ the haze. The smoke has
disrupted air traffic in the region, and prompted’® government
warnings™® to those with breathing problems to stay indoors. It
has also forced restrictions on outdoor activities at schools.

The main cause of the fires was the clearing of woodlands®’,
the Ministry of Environment said on Saturday.

Indonesia has long-term plans'™ to mine the coal seams in

Kalimanta, which are sometimes ignited”® during dry seasons,
"which will resolve™ this source of the problem"”, the ministry
said.

Singapore will provxde Indonesia with information® from
~ weather satellites on the location of forest fires, the ministry
said: "such information will be useful in early detection® of fires
and in deployment of resources® to ﬁght the fire and prevent

10. ARAFAT, PERES AND RABIN SHARE
NOBEL PEACE PRIZE

OSLO - Israeli Prime Minister Yitzhak Rabin, Foreign
Minister Shimon Peres and PLO Chairman Yasser Arafat
shared the 1994 Nobel Peace Prize on Friday for their roles! in
forging the historic Israel - PLO peace pact®.

The Nobel citation said the three politicians "made
substantial® contributions to a historic process through which
peace and cooperation can replace war and hate”.

The September 1993 accord!, which Norway helped to
broker®, secured Palestinian self — rule® in Gaza and the West
Bank town of Jericha. - - ‘o :



"For several:decades’, the conflict® between Israel and its
neighbour states, and between Israel and the Palestinians, has
been among the most irreconcilable® and menaci‘ng10 in
international politics,"” Sejersted, Chairman of the Norwegian
Nobel Committee said, "The parties have caused each other
great suffering”.

With the award of the peace prize'!, he said, the committee
wished to "honour a political act which called for great courage
on both sides and which has opened up opportunities'? for a
new development towards fraternity'? in the Middle East".

The inclusion of Peres surprised Nobel watchers who had
expected the prize to be shared by Rabin and Arafat only.

.+ Sejersted said the committee’s choice™of two Israelis and
one Palestinian for the award did not mean that it believed the
Israelis had done more for peace.

"We made the choice this way because we found it too
difficult to distinguish’ between the efforts of Rabin and
Peres," he said. '

On the Palestine Liberation Organisation® side, "Arafat's
contribution'” was clearly the most important," he added.

The seven million Swedish crown ($950,000) prize will be
divided equally among the three men, who will be invited to
receive the money, gold medals and diplomas’® in Oslo on
December 10.

It was the first time in the 93 - year history of the prize that
it was shared by more than two candidates. Nobel guidelines
were amended last year to allow it be given to three people. -

i .
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The committee, making its choise from 132 nominees
including 35 organisations, awarded the prize for the second
consecutive year to former foes in a conflict.

Last year's award was shared by South Africa's Nelson
Mandela and F.W. de Klerk for their efforts to end white
mmorlty rule®.

The peace prize, named after Alfred Nobel, the Swedish
inventor of dynamite, capped® the 1994 Nobel series. Winners
of the prizes in medicine, economics, physics, chemistry and
literature were announced in Stockholm earlier this week,

"Preventive aspects® need to be enormously developed in
developing countries which are faced with financial and
technological problems", he said, while kicking off the week-
long International Cancer Congress™.

"Mobilisation' of resources'? and organisation® and
maintenance of medical machinery were the main problems
faced' by developing'® nations”, he said.

He said 600,000 new cancer patients'® were detected in
India -every year and added that more specxahsed centres were
needed to combat the problem.
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The conference, attended by more than 6,000 participants
from 80 nations, has been organised by the Gensya-based
International Union Against Cancer'”" (UICC), the largest
professional non-governmental body of its kind.

The quadrennial meeting’® will focus™ on the. treatment?®
and prevention?' of cancer, which claims some 4.3 million lives
every year, with developing countries accounting for some 70
percent of the deaths.

Experts also expect a stiff proposal® against smoking,
1dentified as one of the most serious health threats today.

Australian specialist and anti-smoking crusader® Nigel
Gray, the UILCC president-elect, said 30 percent of cancer cases
stemmed from tobaco.

Doctors say cancer affects 30 percent of HIV-positive
sufferers who fall prey due to low immunity levels.

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1. BRUCE LEE
(1940 - 1973)

Bruce Lee flashed brilliantly like a meteor! through the
world of martial arts * and motion pictures. Then, on July 20
1973, in Hong Kong, like a meteor - he vanished, extmgulshed
by sudden death. He was just 32.

Bruce Lee began his martial arts studies with wing chunk,
under the tutelage® of the late Yip Man, to alleviate' the
personal insecurity instilled® by Hong Kong city life. Perhaps
because his training enveloped him to the point of fanaticism®,
he was eventually able to refine, distill and mature into a
philosopher, technician and innovator of the martial arts.

After intensive study of different martial arts styles and
theories, Lee developed a concept of martial arts for the
individual man. This concept he later labeled Jeet Kune Do, the
way of the intercepting fist. It has antecedents’ not only in his
physicél training and voluminous® martial arts library (over
two thousand books), but in his formal education as well (a
philosophy major® at the University of Washington, Seattle).

Lee also combined his martial arts expertise with his
knowledge of acting skills and cinematic techniques, starring in
several motion pictures: The Big Boss, First of Fury, Way of the
Dragon and Enter the Dragon.

Bruce Lee's death plunged both martial arts and film
enthusiasts'® into an abyss! of disbelief. Qut of their growing

3. BENJAMIN FRANKLIN
(1706 - 1790)

Benjamin Franklin was a great force in the history of the
United States. He was a writer, printer, inventor, and diplomat.
He was the only person to sign four historic documents. They
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are the Declaration of Independence, the Treaty of Alliance
with France, the Treaty of Peace with Great Britain, and the
Constitution of the United States.

Benjamin Franklin was born in Boston, Massachusetts rin
1706. He learned printing as a boy. He taught himself
mathematics, science, and five foreign languages. Benjamin
Franklin left Boston when he was 17. He settled in
Philadelphia, Pennsylvania. He worked for several printers.
Then he bought his own print-shop. He wrote and published a
newspaper called the “Pennsylvanic Gazette”. He became well-
known as the paper became successful. Franklin had even more
success with a publication called “Poor Richard’s Almanac”. It
was famous for wise saying that people still use today, for
example:

"Early to bed and early to rise
Makes a man healthy, wealthy, and wise."

In 1730 he married Deborah Reed. They had 3 children.
Benjamin Franklin wanted to improve life in Philadelphia. He
served as its post-master. He helped establish the first library
and organize a fire department. He started a program to light
city streets, gathered money to open a city hospital, and helped
establish the city's first university. Benjamin Franklin also was
a scientist. His experiments proved that lightning is electricity.
He invented the lightning rod' to protect buildings from
lightning damage. He invented a stove that heated a room more
effectively than other stoves. He also invented bifocal eye-
glasses % that permit two kinds of lenses to be set in a single
frame. Benjamin Franklin helped establish the government of
the United States by helping to write the Declaration of

e w
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Independence and the Constitution. Later, he served as a
diplomat to France.

He died in 1790 at the age of 84. But he continues to have
an effect on the United States today. When he died, he left
5,000 dollars each to the cities of Boston and Philadelphia. Part
of the money was to be used for public works after 100 years
and the rest after 200 yesrs.

4. INVENTOR MICHAEL FARADAY

No one ever thought Michael Faraday would change the
world, least of all' his own family.

His development of the principles of the generator and
~ electric motor provided a way to make electrical energy by
mechanical rather than chemical action. Modern civilization,
based heavily upon electricity, owes more to Faraday than to
any one else, scientists say.

But such a feat® Jooked unlikely early in his life. Born in the
Newington Butts section of London, Faraday was one of 10
children in a poor, uneducated family.

Faraday (1791 - 1867) attended day school for several years
where he learned basic reading, writing and arithmetic®. He
knew nearly nothing about advanced mathematics.

When the penniless Faraday turned 14 in 1805, he found a
needed job as apprentice to London bookbinder George Riebau.

During the next seven years with Riebau, Faraday took
advantage of his environment by reading books on science and
chemistry. Among Faraday's favorites were Jane Marcet's
"Conversations in Chemistry" and the scientific entries in the
Encyclopaedia Britannica.

When Faraday didn't understand something in the books,
he queried Riebau and his well-to-do’ clients.

87



When no one could answer his guestions, he couducted®
experiments. He scoured® books to learn how to build
equipment to carry out these experiments. While with Rieban,
he built his own electrostatic machine.

His hard work and inquisitive ' attitude paid off & In 1812,
Faraday received tickets from one of Riebau's customers. Royal
Philharmonic Society co-founder William Dance, to hear four
lectures by Humphry Davy at the Royal institution.

Davy was a famous chemist and teacher who directed the
Royal Institution's lab. Faraday attended every lecture and
took detailed notes, according to Frank James, a Faraday
expert at the Royal Institution in London.

Although Faraday had no reason to expect Davy to see him,
he called on Davy at the Royal Institution later in 1812 and
presented the notes he had made. In that meeting, he asked for
a position in thé science department. Davy said he had no job
available, but he interviewed Faraday anyway.

Davy was impressed enough that, when a job as his
chemical assistant opened in 1813, he gave it to Faraday.
Faraday worked hard conducting experiments for Davy and for
himself. |

Around 1820, Danish physicist Hans Christian Qersted
discovered the relationship between magnetism and electricity.
Davy and Faraday grew interested.

After many failed experiments, Faraday in September 1821
demonstrated electro-magnetic rotation®. Working alone he
found that the flow of electric current caused a magnet to
revolve around a wire carrying current.
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These movements continued as long as the current:
continued to flow.

Here was the principle of the electric motor.

Faraday died in 1867 and was buried in Highgate Cemetery
in England.

5. GIANT OF ATOMIC CHEMISTRY DIES

Glenn Theodore Seaborg, the Nobel Prize-winning nuclear
chemist who discovered nine atomic elements - including one,
plutonium, that drastically altered human understanding of the
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potential of war - died on February 25, 1999 at his East Bay
home. Seaborg was 86 and had been convalescing since a strgke
last summer.

Seaborg was born on April 19, 1912, in Ishpeming, a small
mining town in northern Michigan. He said he had been so shy
as a boy that his mother arranged with his teachers to allow
him trips to the bathroom without asking because he was too
bashful' to raise his hand.

In 1922, the Seaborgs - his father, mother, and sister -
moved to Southern California in search of opportunity. He
attended high school in Watte, and, in his junior year, took
chemistry from an enthusisstic teacher. "I just thought, My
God, why didn't anybody tell me this?", Seaborg said once, Just
like magic 2.

After earning ® his chemistry degree from UCLA in 1934, he
transferred to UC-Berkeley, earning his doctorate in 1937. "The
whole atmosphere at Berkeley was just like magic to me", he
once told a reporter. By 1939, he was appointed an instructor in
the College of Chemistry, but teaching did not stop his
research.

Then, in 1941, leading a team that include Edwin
McMillan, Joseph Kennedy and Arthur Wahl, he used a 60-inch
cyclotron® built by Lawrence to bombard® a sample of uranium
with deuterons, transmuting® it into plutonium {atemic number
94). Before the experiment, chemists believed that uranium
{number 92} was the heaviest eiément.




By tradition, the symbol for plutonium should have been
Pl. But, Seaborg instead named it Pu - the sound a child makes
when he holds his nose against a bad odor, he once said. "We
were just having a little fun."

The discovery led to the development of the atomic bomb,
and Seaborg was one of a constellation’ of bright scientists -
Szilard, Robert Oppenheimer, Lawrence, Bohr, Fermi, Von
Neumann and Feynman among them - made famous by the
Manhattan Project. . :

Seaborg also is known for rearranging the periodic table,
the chart of chemical elements devised by the Russian chemist
Dmitr1 Mendeleyev in the 19th century. Seaborg saw that
uranium had been misplaced in Mendeleyey's table, leading
chemists to position the new elements improperly as well.
Seaborg's revised table is now the standard one found on
chemistry lab walls everywhere. '

_ "It took a lot of guts® to buck® Mendeleyev”, Seaborg once
said.

In 1951, he was awarded the Nobel Prize in chemistry

(which he shared with McMillan) and became something of a

Swedish folk hero when he responded to the king's Nobel toast
In the distinctive Swedish dialect of his mother's region.

In 1994, he received an even more unique honor when
element 106 was officially named Seaborgium. In recent years,
he proudly wore a blue "SG” lapel pin.

~ Seaborg had his stroke while being honored in Boston last
August. He had been bedridden since.

Building Up Broken Bones

Scientists have come up with! a high - tech treatment for
broken bones: a cement made of calcium phosphate that can be
injected directly into wrist, knee, ankle, hip, shoulder, skull and
spine fractures.

Norian Skeletal Repair System (SRS) replaces damaged
spongy” bone tissue and hardens in ten minutes. The patient's
body gradually replaces the cement with bone. Patients are out
of cast® in weeks rather than months, which means less joint
stiffness and muscle atrophy?, and they incur lower costs than
with traditional treatment. The cement may also help
strengthen bones that have been weakened by osteoporosis®.

Beware Bedtime Eating

Eating shortly before bedtime may erncourage
gastroesophageal reflux® (GER) in healthy people - and the
heartburn’ associated with it. This may cause some individuals
to awaken suddenly with coughing, wheezing® or shotness of
breath.

Dr. Stephen Sontag, staff physician at the Edward Hines,
Jr., Veterans Affairs Hospital near Chicago, says that lying
down after a meal can cause the sphincter® muscle at the top of
the stomach to leak digestive acids back into the esophagus®.
While someone is sitting or standing, gravity helps keep
. partially digested food in the stomach. .
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Of the 24 individuals Sontag monitored who had no history
of GER, all showed significantly higher levels of acid in the
esophagus when they reclined after eating. Sontag cautions
that nighttime reflux may also exacerbate'' asthma symptoms,
and vice versa, so asthmatics should be especially wary'® about
indulging'® in a pre-bedtime snack,

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2. OXYCONTIN WARNING

The federal government and manufacturers of the drug
OxyContin have increased warnings about its use. Directions
on the containers of the pain-killing medicine are being .
changed. They now must include a warning that the effects of
OxyContin are like morphine, another drug that fights pain.
The warning also must say that misusing ! the drug can kill.
Law-enforcement officials say misuse of OxyContin is linked to
as many as one-hundred deaths.

The new warning labels also carry the message that only
some patients should take OxyContin. The drug is meant for
people sufferihg moderate’ to severe pain over extended
periods. A doctor must write an order for this medicine. '

Doctors say people can become physically dependent on
OxyContin. People can suffer from withdrawal® problems if they
cannot get it. Drugstore owners report that people are stealing
the drug from their stores. Illegal drug dealers are selling
OxyContin on the streets.

OxyContin pills  contain the pain-killing substance
oxycodone. OxyContin can release oxycodone over a twelve -
hour period. Taken correctly, an OxyContin pill is swallowed
whole. However, an increasing number of people are crushing
OxyContin into powder. They breathe powder in, or force it
through the skin with a needle. These methods release the
effects of the medicine at one time. This results in a temporary
feeling of happiness similar to the effect of the illegal drug,
heroin.
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The company Purdue Pharma of Stamford, Connecticut
began selling the drug in Nineteen-Ninety-Six. Many doctors
praise its effectiveness in treating cancer, severe burns and
other painful conditions. '

Yet protests against misuse of the drug are spreading. It is
legal action against Purdue Pharma and a company it works
with Abbott Laboratories in Chicago. For example, West
Virginia began legal cases against the two companies in June.
The state accuses® them, of helping cause misuse of the drug by
using aggressive sales methods.

A Purdue spokesman said the company has stopped selling
OxyContin pills that contain large amounts of the drug. He said
Purdue has warned doctors about the drug in several ways. He
also says the company has spent milthons of dollars to research
pain-killers that could not be easily misused.

3. PROTECTION BY POTATO

In developing countries, diarrhea kills 2.5 million children
each year. But soon, some people will protect themselves
against the scourge simply by eating raw potatoes.
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- Researchers have developed a potato-based vaccine against
Norwalk Virus, a major cause of life-threatening diarrhoea
world wide. In a clinical trial, 19 out of 20 patients who ate raw
potatoes had protectlve antibodies against the virus in their
bloodstream.

To make the vaccine, researchers from the Boyce Thompson
Institute for Plant Research in Ithaca, New York, took
advantage of a bacteria that normally infects' plants: They
spliced a section of the Norwalk virus's DNA into the bacteria
and then used the bacteria to shuttle ? the viral gene into the
plants, which then churn out ® viral protein.

Researchers are also developing plant-based vaccines
against Escherichia coli and hepatitis B -pathogens * for which
existing vaccines are too expensive for the developing world.
"We intend to make the technology available for in-country
production," says Charles Arntzen, head of the research team.
Relying on local farmers, he says, would make the vaccines
affordable. Hepatitis B vaccines, for example, currently cost 90
cents a dose - "with our plants, we're talking about a few cents,”
he says.

Aware of the outery over genetically modified crops, the
researchers are developing pollen®free crops so that the
vaccine carrying plants would not breed with normal plants.
They dre also trying to engineer different colored breeds to
prevent mix-ups®.

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4. RELIEVING CHRONIC PAIN WITHOUT DRUGS

Chronic pain - which may spring from an injury or a
progressive disease - is usually viewed as any pain that lasts
longer than three months and often goes on for years. While
potent drugs are often prescribed, they aren't always the best
‘'way to relieve chronic pain. In one survey funded by a
pharmaceutical company, 44 percent of people with mild to
moderate chronic pain. continued to suffer while taking pain
medication.

Even when medicine does relieve pain, it may dull
concentration and disrupt sleep. What's more, long-term use of
nonsteroidal anti - inflammatory drugs (NSAIDs), which are
sold over-the-counter or prescribed in stronger doses, can cause
serious illness. ‘

Today, many leading chronic-pain clinics are encouraging
patients to cope with pain using drug-free therapies.
Treatments once considered offbeat’, such as nofeedback? and
meditation 3, are being used at major medical centers across the
country, offering new hope to the ten to thirty percent of
Americans who suffer pain so debilitating® it disrupts their
lives.

"Modern medicine is a three-legged stool,” says Dr. Herbert
Benson, Associate Prefessor of medicine at Harvard. "Drugs
and surgery are two legs. The third is what people can do for
themselves." :

Here's a rundown ® on some of the most promising drug-free
treatments available to day. :
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Biofeedback., Some people react to stress by tightening
head and face muscles, which may result in tension headaches;
others dilate® and constrict’” blood vessels, which can cause
migraines®. Biofeedback uses electronic "feedback" (beeps and
flashing lights from a machine) to teach patients how to control
those physical processes.

Thermal biofeedback tells patients the skin temperature
in their hands and is used mostly for migraines.
Electromyographic® biofeedback alerts patients to muscle strain
and works especially well for tension headaches and for jaw,
neck and shoulder pain.

Mindfulness Meditation. Chronic pain sufferers often tell
themselves: "This will go on forever; I'm no good for anything
anymore." Such thoughts can actually make their pain worse.
Mindfulness meditation helps patients become aware of their
thoughts and the effect of these thoughts on their lives. "Our
patients often describe a process we call, uncoupling,'® where
they realize their thoughts and feelings about pain are different
from the pain itself," says Dr. Saki Santorelli, associate director
of the University of Massachusetts Stress Reduction Clinie.

Life-style Changes. Good pain-management programs
teach people better ways to work and get a good night's sleep.

When Andrea Schmitt first went to the University of
Pittsburgh's Pain clinic, she was amazed at how many habits
she'd acquired that made her pain worse. An occupational
therapist taught her better ways to approach daily activities.
For example, instead of hunching ! over her computer, she now
gits up straight. She rests her feet on a small stool, which takes
pressure off her spine.
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Embracing this less-driven pace has put Schmitt back in
charge of her life. "Now when I feel a painful ‘attack' coming on,
I know how to circumvent 2 it," she says. : .

Exercise. People who have chronic pain "tend not to
exercise and therefore lose muscle strength, endurance and
flexibility," says Turk.

Acupuncture”. Though it has been used in China to treat
pain for thousands of years, acupuncture still makes many
Western doctors uneasy. Dr. Bruce Pomeranz, a University of
Toronto neurophysiologist, has a more plausible' explanation:
acupuncture may stimulate the release of the body's own
natural painkillers - endorphins - which act something like
morphine'®,

Despite the controversy'®, acupuncture is being increasingly
" recommended by doctors at leading medical centers -and
patients claim relief.

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5. THE RED CROSS ORGANIZATION

At any point of time there is a need' for humanitarian aid?
in some place in the world. The need could result from® war, .
severe weather or natural disasters®, such as storms®, floods’ or
earthquakes®. For example, the recent conflicts® in Rwanda and
Bosnia-Herzegovina have created an urgent need® for
humanitarian assistance,

In most major international crisis!!, one organization
usually is present. It is the Red Cross. The main goal® of the
Red Cross is to prevent and ease'® human suffering. In most
countries, the organization has an international sign'. It is a
cross of red’®. In Muslim countries™ it is the sign of a red
crescent !, a halfshaped moon. Iran and Israel use other signs.

However, each Red Cross and Red Crescent Society has
the same goals. The International Red Cross operated in war
areas’™ The national societies generally work in areas that
suffer natural disasters”. The International Red Cross was
established by a Swiss businessman named Jean Henri
Dunant. He had visited Italy in 1859. At that time several
Ttalian city states were fighting for independence® from
Austria. Mr. Dunant observed: one of the bloodiest battles?! of
the war. The terrible things® Mr. Dunant saw at that time gave
him the idea for forming an organization to ease the suffering of
all people in any war. It would take no sides in any conflict. In
1864 the International Red Cross held its first convention in
Geneva, Switzerland.

Today. Swiss citizens form the International Committee of
the Red Cross. It remains neutral in all the conflicts. It protects

L
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victims of war under the rules of the Geneva Conventions®. The
conventions are a series of treaties™ that provide for the
medical treatment of sick or wounded soldiers and civilians
during war time. The treaties were signed in Geneva.
Switzerland, between 1864 and 1949.

Almost every nation in the world has signed the Geneva
Convention and has a National Red Cross or Red Crescent
Organization. The groups are completely independent from any
government. Finance support comes from private citizens and
businesses. The league of Red Cross and Red Crescent
Societies. It is mainly responsible for® health and aid projects.

Today, 1t is helping organize aid efforts for thousands of
refugees who fled* Rwanda to escape the country's civil war™.
An American Red Cross spokeswoman says that her
organization so far has received medical supplies and several
million dollars to ease the suifeﬁng among Rwanda refugees.
As usual, it was provided as private gifts so the Red Cross can
continue its efforts to help those in need.

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6. INTERNATIONAL EDUCATION PLAN

International finance ministers have approved a World
Bank plan aimed at educating every child in developing
countries. The plan is called "Education for All." Its goal is to
provide an education for all children between the ages of
five and eleven by the year two-thousand-fifteen. The
announcement came at the close of World Bank and
International Monetary Fund meetings last month in
Washington D.C.

The World Bank estimates’ that about one-hundred-twenty-
five-million children between the ages of five and eleven in poor
countries do not attend school. That is about one of every five
children. About seventy-five percent of these uneducated
children live in southern Africa and South Asia.

Finance ministers at the meeting strongly praised the
education plan. However, they failed to settle® a dispute® about
how to pay for it. The United States wants the World Bank to
grive money called grants* to poor nations instead of loans that
have to be repaid. European nations are opposed to this policy.
They say the grants would use up the World Bank's resources.
So far, only a few industrialized countries, including Germany
and the Netherlands, have promised to provide money for the
progam, .

The World Bank plans to launch® the new education
program in the next three months. Officials will provide money
to ten poor countries. They will choose countries that have
developed strong education reform plans but lack the money to
put them in place. Tanzania, Malawi, Senegal, Bangladesh and
India are among the nations being considered for this project. It
is expected to cost up to five-thousand-million dollars.
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World Bank President James Wolfensohn hopes the ten
countries will be chosen by late June. That is when the world's
seven leading industrial countries will gather in Canada for
their yearly economic meeting. Mister Wolfensohn hopes an
agreement to fully pay for the "Education for All" program can
be reached during those talks. )

In time, the World Bank plans to give money to eighty-eight
~ developing countries that have a large number of uneducated
children. The bank says that at least one-fourth of the countries
are in southern Africa and South Asia. Latin America and the
Middle East are also areas in need of assistance ©.

7. THE LANGUAGE

That language is highly complex' is shown by the fact that
up to now it has not proved possible to translate mechanically
from one language to another, with really satisfactory?® results.
The best programmed computer still cannot consistently®
translate from, say, Russian into English. The fault lies not in
the computer but in the failure to provide it with sufficiently*
accurate® instructions, because we are still unable to handle®
this vastly complex system. It has been calculated that if the
brain used any of the known methods of computing language, it
would take several minutes to produce or to understand a
single short sentence.
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Secondly, language is productive’. We can produce myriads®
of sentences that we have never heard or uttered before. Many
of the sentences in this book have been produced for the first
time, yet they are intelligible to the reader. It is clear that
we have some kind of sentence-producing mechanism® that -
sentences are produced anew!® each time and not merely
imitated. One task of grammatical theory is to explain this
quite remarkable fact.

Thirdly, language is arbitrary.® There is no one-to-one
relation between sound and meaning. This accounts for'? the
fact that languages differ most of all in their grammatical
structure. But how far are these differences only superficial® in
the shape of the words and their overt'” patterns? Some
scholars®™ would maintain that "deep down" there are strong
similarities-even "universal"'’ characteristics, disguised’® by the
superficial features of sound (and perhaps of meaning). It is not
- at all clear how we can find the answer to this problem.

8. NURTURING HANOT'S TALENTS'

Over the last 40 years, general education® has made sizable
contributions® to training students for university studies, with
an average turnout of 4.000 successful capdidates? every year.
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Further, the recognition that numerous local high school
students have received in national and international
competitions® bears testimony® to the quality of teaching’ in
general education schools. Special classes® that concentrated
particularly on mathematics were founded® as early as 1965
(about the time the US war against Northern Vietnam broke
out) and have played a significant role!® in deveIOpmg the
talents of students.

The first classes were evacuated” to Xuan Dinh, a
suburban commune, where, in thatched huts, pioneer teachers
such as Nguyen The Dan and Ha Lien Hai tock charge of
training students in mathematical disciplines.

After the war, Chu Van An secondary school became the
centre of the specialized mathematics learning.

Now, The Hanoi-Amsterdam general education school
established with assistance? from the Dutch government, has
become the prominent specialized school in the country, with 43
classes being held in mathematics,”® physics,”* chemistry,'®
biology,'® computer science,” literature'® and foreign languages™.

The majority® of candidates sent to international contests?®!
are students from this school.

Specialized classes are also held in most general education
schools. Called “lop chon” these are reserved for above average
students®, who are given additional intensive training in
selected subjects.

Trung Vuong, Chu Van An, Be Van Dan, Trung Nhi have
become well-known, their students bringing in laurels from
national and international competitions. As many as 115 out of
148 contestants in national contests won prized during the 1993
- 1994 academic year. :
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Mr Han Lien Hai, Hend of the general education section® of
the city's education Bureau remarked: "Despite all the success
i training good students, we still lack a plan for nurturing
talents for the nation and the capital city. Many problems
remain to be solved, like the curriculum and methodology.® As
far as the teaching staff’® is concerned, there must be more
material incentives™ to extract an aptimal® performance”.

The opening of a new masters'' degree programme in
chemical and environmental engineering and equipping'? the
department's  laboratories™  with  various  analytical
instruments™ that would enable aspiring scientists measure
and analyse pollution were the main activities completed
during the first year.

Plans discussed by the committee for the next year included
exchange education programs and sub-projects as direct
contribution' to environmental protection'® in Vietnam such as
the analysis of potable water in rural regions and the study of
utilising sewage for fish farming'’ and irrigation'®.

10. VIETNAMESE WITH THE MONEY AND THE TIME
TO FIND IT EASIER TO STUDY ABROAD

More and more Vietnamese people are seeking study
abroad at their own expense. While the number of pecple who
have already done so is relatively small - the numbers are
expected to increase within the next few years as the
Vietnamese economy strengthens. and the government
streamlines the procedures to make it easier. But the biggest
boost to Vietnamese people courageously investing their money
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for themselves or their children to gain an international
standard education has come through the staging of a special
overseas education exhibition held in Ho Chi Minh City and
Hanoi over the past two months. Called "Edukasia”, the
exhibition featured universities, vocational schools and school
equipment suppliers from Great Britain, France, Australia, The
United States and Switzerland. Up until now, most Vietnamese
students have been going abroad for further study as recipients
of international scholarship or funding from foreign
government. Vietnam has been annually sending about 77
students and 160 senior level professionals abroad through
such officially sponsored schemes. Most of the private students
have been going to Russia, some to FEastern European
countries’ and a trickle to the Netherlands, Belgium, the USA,
Denmark and Thailand. But in April this year, a temporary
halt has been put on private places being offered to foreign “
students in Russia and Eastern Europe. While these existing
avenues® for Vienamese students have required® secondary
school graduation* and intensive courses® in the relevant
foreign language and computers, often these schemes were
deficient® in anticipating the problems foreign private students
may encounter, particularly regarding duration and the level of
the courses being offered. There has been an avoidable waste of
_ time and money, and an attrition rate.

At "Edukasia®, the courses on offer are delivered abroad in
Vietnam by correspondence’ or remote training®. Those
students who want to go abroad for study must first of all be
able to speak English which is an indispensable condition® for
initial contacts'® and assimilation of knowledge'.
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Educational standards are also set, such as marks obtained
in each subject and health condition'. A number of schools give
priority” to students with high gradings in inteligence tests
and offer them scholarship. But 90% of tested students have to
pay education fees'®, :

According to Mr Charles Wilmot, the director of Edukasia,
the fees are high, depending om the institution'® and the
courses. But they are reasonably calculated. The lowest Ievel is
2500 USD/year, while the most reputed' USA schools and
courses generally demand 3000 USD/year to 6000 USD/vear.
Fees for remote training are less, about 300 USD/year, and
graduation diplomas'? are also recognized as equivalent to the
regular training diplomas. These institutions are ready to
receive Vietrmmamese students and to facilitate® entry visas®.
The remaining question depends upon: a decision by the
Vietnamese government. Mr Wilmot stressed that in general,
the accommodation: and studying condiiions of students in
countries where there were Vietnamese students were very
good. In Great Britain especially, there are organizations
specialized in helping foreign students. Most Vietnamese
students studying abroad begin their training at the age of 18
to 19, the lowest allowed age 1is 13. There is no limit for a
maximum age. Studying abroad depends now only on these
students willing to receive an advanced knowledge of the world.
A way has been:.opened for them. Though the dutation of study
abroad is a hard period, it is useful to the individual and to
Vietnam.

11. LEARNING TO READ

One of the most important issues in American education is
how to teach children to read. Currently, American public and
private schools use a number of methods. The majority of these
methods depend on a system called phonics’. The phonics -
system links letters with their spoken sounds.

Phonics helps children understand which letters are used in
words, and the reason they are used. In phonics, children learn
to write the letters that represent the sounds they hear.

Many American student: learn the sounds of letters before
learmng to read. They learn the sounds of letters alone. They
also learn the sounds of letters used together When children
see words they do not know, they speak the sounds of the
letters. Then they put the sounds together.

For example, a child learns to recognize® the sound of the
letter "c". Then she learns the sounds of the two letters "a" and
"t" used together. Using phonics, she can join th_ese sounds to
form the word "cat.” This method is called “sounding it out”.

-
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3 In another method of teaching phonics, children learn to

' recognize the whole word first. They look at the word "eat".
They write the word a number of times. They do this until they
remember the word. Schools often present this recognition
method durlng the teaching of reading, not before.

Then the children learn to study words for their sounds
They can understand why some letters are used in a word
instead of other letters.

Experts say phonics makes it possible to say the sounds of
many words a child does not recognize by sight. However, in the
English language, the sound of a letter 1s not aiways the same.
For this reason, many teachers add other methods to phonics to
teach reading.

Two years ago, a committee’ studied many reading
methods. The report of this National Reading Panel® urged that
teachers use phonics programs to teach children to read.
Earlier this year, President Bush signed a new education law.
It includes a program called "Reading First" to increase the
reading skills of American children. The program is based on
the committee's report about using phonics.

Some educators disagree. They say other programs also are
effective. They fear that phonies programs will take the place of
other teaching methods.

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1. WINE MAKING IN CALIFORNIA

Wine is an alcoholic drink made from grapes. Experts do
not know when the first wine was made. They say, however,
that people who lived eight-thousand years ago enjoyed
drinking wine. Wine was also a popular drink among ancient
Greeks. They were the first to grow grapes as a business and to
sell their wines to other nations.

Wine was also important to the ancient Romans. Grapes
were grown throughout the Roman Empire. Later, the Catholic
Church continued to produce wines in almost every new
country settled by Europeans,

That i1s what happened in the American state of California.
Franciscan religious workers from Spain who settled the area
made wine to use in the religious service'. Father Junipero
Serra established Mission ? San Diego in seventeen-sixty-nine.
It was the first of twenty-one such religious centers. Almost all
of the missions grew grapes and produced wine.

The discovery of gold in California in eighteen-fourty-eight
helped establish the wine industry. Thousands of people
traveled to California in hopes of finding gold. But most did not
find any. So many people decided to grow grapes instead. These
included people from other countries who loved wine. They
grew European grapes in California for the first time.

California has a lot of sunshine all year. This helps grapes
to ripen® anywhere in the state. Growing grapes for wine
became very profitable. The number of grapevines® planted
increased quickly. For example, in eighteel}.-f"ﬂty-six, 1nore than
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one million grapevines were planted in California. Two years
later, there were almost four-million. By eighteen-fifty-nine,
California was producing almost two-million liters of wine.

That same year, California lawmakers helped the wine
industry expand. A new law permitted grape growers to-
produce a crop before having to pay taxes. By eighteen-sixty-
two, the number of grapevines in California had reached eight-
million.

Today, the California Wine Institute says the United States
has about one-thousand-six hundred companies that make
wine. More than half of these wineries * are in California. The
group says the state produces ninety percent of the wines made
in the United States.

2. TET

Tet is a strange time for foreign tourists and expatriates' in
Vietnam. There's no raucous® beer drinking, for instance. Many
visitors are surprised to find that almost everything is closed
during the week of Tet. No bars, no restaurants. Far from being
a boisterous® celebration, Tet is closer to a European Christmas
day - a quiet family affair.

Lixi, or lucky money, is another Tet tradition. This is the
giving of money to children. If you visit a Vietnamese family on
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Tet, it's probably wise to take some dollars tucked! into little
red lixi envelopes. Generally, lucky money tends to stop for
children older than 15 years.

Tet is also an extremely sensitive® time of year for many
Vietnamese, and Tet morning is the most sensitive time of all.
It's a time when a misplaced word or gesture could spoil the
‘order of the heavens and ruin everyone's year ahead.

For example, single. middle-aged women should never be
the first people to visit their relations or neighbours on Tet
morning. Likewise if you lost your job recently, had an accident,
or even have divorced parents (all signs of bad luck), an early
morning visit is out of the question®.

The best person to have in your house on Tet morning is a
wealthy, married man who has several children. But beware. If
the hosts have a bad vear, they will likely remember their first
visitor and blame their woes’ on him.

Also on the Tet blacklist are those people who have lost a
member of their family during the previous year. These families
are often ostracised® from the community and sometimes stay
home during the whole Tet period.

Banh day and banh chung are served during Tet. Banh day
1s a soft and sticky rounded cake of glutinous® or nep rice. Its
convex'® shape is said to resemble the heavens.

Banh chung is a square cake, wrapped in dong leaves and
tied with lacings'! of bamboo. This cake is stuffed with bean
paste, often dotted with small pieces of pork. The filling is
sandwiched between two layers of glutinous nep rice. Its square
- shape is said to symbolise gratitude to the earth for bountiful
harvests. .
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It's Tet, and the whole country is swept up in a wave of
festivities. To welcome the new year, everyone looks back to
their roots: Housewives prepare traditional dishes; old men
paint banners which are strung up for good luck; villages hold

religious processions,

traditional games and rice-cooking

contests. So put on your newest clothes, eat a little banh chung
and get 1nto the Tet spirit. Happy New Year!

3. SUNFLOWER

The sunflower was worshiped as a synibol of the sun and an
emblem’ of the Sun God Atshualpa by the Incas of Peru and
later by the native people of the Americas. It was carved in the
sculptures of their temples and woven in gold into the fabrics of
their ciothing; the priestesses® wore crowns made of gold carved
into the shape of sunflowers. The early Spanish invaders found
beautiful carvings of the sunflower in gold and said their
workmanship® far outvalued® the gold they comprised®.

The legendary origin of the sunflower is described in the
Greek myth in which Clytie, a beautiful Water Nymph®, fell in
love with the Sun God Apollo. However, Apollo loved another,
Caliope, and so Clytie pined away’ and died of a broken heart.
Where she died her limbs dissolved into the earth and took root,
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“her body was transformed into a slender stem and her lovely
face into the sunflower, B

of the lofty heights to which it can grow, symbolizes
haughtiness. As a flower remedy sunflower can be use for

4. RELIGION - BUDDHISM IN VIETNAM

Four great philosophies and religions have shaped the
spiritual life of the Vietnamese people: Confucianism, Taoism,
Buddhism and Christianity. Over the centuries, Confucianism,
Tacism and Buddhism have fused! with popular Chinese beliefs
and ancient Vietnamese animism® to form what is known
collectively as the "Iriple Religion", or Tam Giao,
Confucianism, more a system of social and political morality
than a religion, took on® many religious aspects. Taoism, which
began as an esoteric* philosophy for scholars, mixed with
Buddhism among the peasants, and many Taoist elements

i»
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became an intrinsic® part of popular religion. If asked their
religion the Vietnamese are likely to say that they are
Buddhist, but when it comes to family or civic duties they-are
likely to follow Confucianism while turning to Taoist
conceptions in understanding the nature of the cosmos.

The History of Buddhism in Vietnam

Basically, the Theravada school of Buddhism is an earlier
and, according to its followers, less corrupted form of Buddhism
than the Mahayana schools found in most of East Asia and the
Himalayan region.

Theravada Buddhism was brought to Vietnam from India
by pilgrims at the end of the 2nd century AD. Simultaneously,
Chinese monks introduced Mahayana Buddhism, Buddhism did
not become popular with the masses until many centuries later.

Buddhism received royal patronage® during the 10th to
13th centuries. This backing included recognition of the
Buddhist hierarchy’, financial support for the construction of
pagodas and ciher projects, and the active participation of the
clergy in ruling the country. By the 11th century, Buddhism
had filtered down to the villages, Buddhism was proclaimed the
official state religion in the mid- 12th century.

Over the centuries, the Buddhist ideals and beliefs held by
the educated elite touched only superficially the rural masses
(90% of the population), whose traditions were transmitted
orally and put to the test by daily observance®. The common
people were far less concerned with the philosophy of good
government than they were with seeking aid from supernatural
beings for problems of the here and now.

Depositors
are equally unreliable as supervisors: deposit insurance
{necessary to lessen the danger of a run on the banks) assures a
steady inflow of deposits until it is too late. What is needed for
effective discipline is creditors who stand to lose if the bank
gets reckless®, and who have no stake in the profitable upside
from unduly® risky lending. '

The answer, some economists argue, is simple. Insist that
banks issue, in proportion to their deposits, a slice of
subordinated debt - that is, debt which will not be repaid in full
if the bank defaults. The owners of this debt (unlike
shareholders) receive an interest rate determined by the
market, rather than a share of the bank’s profits; and, unlike
depositors, their exposure is uninsured. So the incentives are
properly aligned’ for effective monitoring. The price of this debt
in the market ought therefore to reflect the riskiness of the
bank's operations. If the bank has to pay a high yield® to attract

buyers for its subordinated debt, that is an ominous® sign.

5. THE FINE ART OF GIFT GIVING

There's no simple formula to guide you to the perfect gift,
The best choices depend on knowing the recipient well: the
person's tastes, needs and dreams. Stuart Jacobson, the author
of The Art of Giving, who researched the subject extensively,
found that the most treasured gifts don't have to cost the earth.

An inspired idea? Yes. But the best gifts are often the
obvious choices. Here are some tips, on famlhar categories that
. may be helpful to you:

Flowers. Flowers are among the most frequently given -
gifts. There's a traditional fioral language, and a carefully
selected bouquet or plant cdn convejr a wide range of emotions
and sentiments. Red rose$ symbolize love as well as the hOpéful
beginning of a new enterprise; violets beseech’ the recipient not
to forget the donor: orchids and other exquisite blooms indicate
that the recipient regards you as exotic?, precigus and rare.
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A floral gift that evokes warm recollections will be prized
more than one that is simply showy and extravagant. A
customer asked florist Brad Currie to deliver a bouquet of a
certain variety of rose - yellow tinged with red - to a hospital
where her mother lay seriously ill. "They've been my mother's
favorite flowers since she carried them at her wedding many
years ago," she said. -

A more ambitious floral gift was received by Dr. Vivian
Rakoff, a psychiatrist. He returned home on his 57th birthday
to a dazzling display: the middle of his front lawn had been
turned into a rose garden containing 57 bushes. Says Rakoff, "It
was a wonderful, self-renewing gift from my wife - a constant
reminder of her.”

Money. In appropriate circumstances money can be a
suitable gift. From the donor's point of view, it's a convenient
item to give since, as the saying goes, you don't have to shop
around because it's always the right color. A money gift is
particularly welcome to people who are chronically short of
funds, such as university students working their way through
school.

But money has drawbacks®. The recipient may feel slighted.
Instead of putting effort into finding the right gift, you took the
easy way out and simply wrote a check. Money can also be an

- ephemeral® gift; often there's no trace left, once it's spent, of
your generosity. '

Bonbons and Bottles. Candy or liquor makes an elegant
and respectable gift, provided you have some knowledge of the
intended recipient's preferences.

Travel. An increasingly popular choice for a gift is a trip. It
can suit any purse, ranging from a $25 gift voucher for a

~
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railway ticket to a $10,000 luxury cruise® for Mom and Dad on
their golden wedding anniversary.

Travel is a special gift because it leaves the recipient with
so many indelible® memories. Canadian Sam Blyth, who heads
a travel firm, vividly recalls the spectacular gift he received
when he was 15. At the time, he had been living in Germany for
over a year because his father was serving in the diplomatic
corps. With Christmas approdching, Blyth became desperately
homesick for his friends back in Canada. One unforgettable
morning early in December, he awoke to find-an airline ticket to _
Canada on the table beside his bed. The role of Santa Claus had
been played by his favorite uncle. '

Several years later Blyth gave the same kind of gift to his
ten-year-old nephew, Max, an ardent baseball fan. When the
Milwaukee Brewers played in the World Series, Blyth invited
Max to accompany him to some of their home games. "The kid
was absolutely ecstatic’,” says Blyth.

Gifts for Children. A ¢hallenging and provocative® gift can
influence the course of a child's life. Five-year-old Albert
Einstein was one sick in bed, bored and restless. To distract
him, his father gave him a small compass. The amazing
instrument intrigued® young Albert; no matter which way you
turned it, the dial always pointed north. This early experience
with the mysterious forces of nature helped stimulate his
interest in physics,

There can be many occasions for gift giving. Lewis Carroll,
the author of “Alice’s Adventures in Wonderland”, pointed out
that we can give a person a birthday gift only once a year, but
there's nothing to prevent us from presenting "unbirthday” gifts
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on any of the remaining 364 days. And knowing that someone
has a special interest or hobby makes spur-of-the-moment gift
giving all the more fun.

Listen to a
couple of the toy talking (speaking Furbish)...

If you did not understand them, do not worry. Furbys do not
speak English. They speak an invented language called
Furbish. But the longer you talk to a Furby in English, the
more English it learns until finally it will speak in English.
Furbys also play games, sleep, sing, dance and eat play food.

Furbys are made by the Tiger electronics Company.
Company officials report that each play creature can make 200
words sounds and speak about 1,000 phrases. The toys also
move when they are spoken to or touched. For now, Furbys
learn English. They are sold only in the United States, Canada, _
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and Britain. But there are plans for selling Furbys soon that
can learn French, German, or Japanese. .

A Furbys costs about 30 dollars in a toy store. But there are
none to be found. It seems that Tiger Electronics cannot
produce enough Furbys to meet the demand. So, computer
users are selling this holiday season's most popular toy through
the Internet for much more money. We heard one report that
said people are paying as much as 200 dollars for one Furby.

7. THE MEKONG DELTA LEGEND AND HISTORY

Legend of Funan

The Kingdom of Funan, the earliest civilization to occupy
the Mekong Delta, rose to power through a successful blend of
local culture and Indian influence. Long ago, so legend has it,
there was a waterlogged' land where in lived a princess, the
daughter of a Naga® king. One day a young Brahman® named
Kaundinya appeared at the shore. The princess went to greet
the stranger, and as she approached he shot an arrow from a
magic bow into her boat. Frightened, she surrendered! herself
to him. They were married and Kaundinya became master of
the watery realm. As a dowry®, the Naga king drank up the
water that covered the country so that his new son-in-law
might cultivate the soil.

Historical struggle for national survival

The delta's calm, bucolic® appearance belies’ what has at
times been a violent past. From the days of the Nguyen Lords it .
wag an area of conquest and settlement, and later resettlement
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as populations were shifted® in the periodic upheavals® of
Vietnam's turbulent history. '

"The delta is the haziest' area of all... It's hairy to operate
down there" was how one US Army general described it. In
more flamboyant style, a 1968 National Geographic article
commented: "War, on any battlefield is a nightmare''. The
Mekong Delta compounds' the horror. To fight here means
tortuous’® slogging through snake-ridden swamps, where
sucking mud grips the legs like wet concrete. The opposition
may be only five feet dway, yet unseen in the thick jungle.”

Today, with the fertile delta once again' flourishing, it is
hard to believe that modern warfare once turned this placid
countryside into a nightmare.

Chau Doc still supports large Khmer population, as well as
the largest Cham seftlement in the Delta. Cambodia's influence
can be seen in the tendency for women to wear scarves instead
of the non la concical hat, and in the people's darker skin,
indicating Khmer blood. The Chau Doc district (it was a
separate province for a while) is the seat'® of the Hoa Hao
religion which claims about 1-1.5 million adherents!® and was
founded in the village of Hoa Hao in 1939.

In Rach Gia, the Nguyen Trung Truc Pagoda is dedicated to
the 19th century Vietnamese resistance leader of the same
- name. Nguyen Trung Truc was active in Cochin China during
the 1860s, and led the raid that resulted in the firing of the
French warship Esperance. As the French closed in, he
retreated to the island of Phu Quoc. From here, the French only
managed to dislodge'” him after threatening to kill his mother.
He gave himself up'® and was executed at the market place in
Rach Gia on 27 October 1868.

It is from such an involved history of socio-political
evolution that Vietnam' gradually developed its complex

8. INTERNALLY DISPLACED PERSONS

The word "refugee” describes a person whao flees' his or her
own country because of violence, natural tragedies or political
problems. However, many people do not know about
“internally® displaced persons" or I-D-P's. 1-D-P's are driven
from their homes for the same reasons as refugees. Yet, they do
not leave their native countries or cross i1:“ernational borders.

The United States Committee for Refugees estimates there
are about fifteen-million refugees around the world. The
number of internally displaced ‘persons is much higher, as
many as twenty-five-million. Supporters of these homeless
victims are trying to increase public knowledge about their
problem.

When large numbers of refugees cross into other countries,
their arrival usually results in large amounts of international
aid. The receiving country will often ask the United Nations
High Commissioner for Refugees for help in the emergency.

-
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Other U-N agencies and the International Red Cross may also
be asked to help. These relief * groups help set up camps, hand
out food and give emergency health care to victims. )

Yet, it is often difficult for relief organizations to help I-D-
P's. Their crisis rarely gets international consideration. The
" victims often go unprotected and receive little help because
international refugee laws do not apply to them. In fact,
sometimes governments try to keep aid agencies out because
they do not want to show any weakness,

The Global I-D-P Project estimates! about four-million
internally displaced people live in both Angola and Sudan.
There are about two-million I-D-P's in the Democratic Republic
of Congo. In the Americas, Colombia has the most displaced
people with more than two-million. Indonesia leads the list for
Asia with as many as two-million I-D-P's.

In Nineteen-Fifty-One, the United Nations Refugee
Convention clearly defined® refugees and demanded that they
be preotected. There is no similar document defining internaliy
displaced people. The U-N has released a guide that describes
how I-D-P's should be treated. The document offers a set of
rules for governments and non-governmental organizations to
follow in their efforts to help displaced people. Yet, countries
are not required to follow them. International aid organizations
hope this changes soon.

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1. TORNADOES

Every year in the United States people watch for dangerous
windstorms called tornadoes'. A tornado is a violently turning
pipe of air suspended 2 from a dense cloud. It forms when winds
blowing in separate directions meet in the clouds and begin to
turn in circles. Warm air rising from below causes the wind
pipe to reach toward the ground. It is not officially a tornado
unless it has touched the ground. A tornado can destroy
anything in its path. ;

Tornadoes come in many sizes. They can be thin pipes with
openings® on the ground just a few meters across. Or they can
be huge pipes that stretch as far as one-and-a-half kilometers.
A tornado’s size is not linked to its strength. Large tornadoces
can be very weak, and some of the smallest can be the most
damaging. No matter how big or small, however, the strongest
winds on Earth are in tornadoes. :

Tornadoes are most common in the central part of the
United States called "Tornado Alley*.” This area stretches south
from western Lowa down to Texas.

Weather experts have done a lot of research in Tornado
Alley. They have discovered that unlike severe ocean storms,
tornadoes can strike without warning®. Usually weather
experts can report days before a severe ocean storm hits.
However, tornadoes can form within minutes. There is almost
no time for public warnings before they strike.

The force of a tornadoe is judged not by its sizé, but by the
total damage caused to human-made structures. The Fujita
Scale is the device used to measure® tornadoes. It is named
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after Ted Fujita. He was a University of Chicago weather
expert who developed the measure in the nineteen-seventies.
There are six levels on the measure. Tornadoes that cause only
light damage are an F-zero. The ones with the highest winds
that destroy well-built homes and throw vehicles more than one
- hundred meters are an F-five,

An F4 tornado hit the town of La Plata, Maryland, on April
28, three people died.

In the nineteen-sixties, about six-hundred-fifty tornadoes
were reported each year in the United States. Now, more than
one-thousand tornadoes are seen yearly. Weather experts do
not think the increase is caused by climate changes. Instead,
they say Americans are moving away from cities into more open
farming areas. This means that they see and report tornadoes
more often.

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2. HOW BABY "SEES" WITH HIS EARS?

A device' has been developed that enables? babies born
blind? to perceive? the world through echoes® from an ultrasonic
scanner®. Dr. Tom Bower, of Edinburgh University psychology’
department, told the British Association annual conference that
he gave the device to a 16-week-old boy in the US and the ch11d
responded“ to it within half a minute of putting it on.

The battery-operated® scanner sends out a pulse of ultra-
sound through a cone.attached to the forehead'. Through
earplugs™ the baby is able to hear echoes in stereo which tell
him what lies in front. By moving his head, he can detect
" sounds from different parts of the room.

The closer the object is, the lower the pitch'? of the sound.
The bigger it is, the louder the sound. The child can also
establish whether the object is hard or soft; a hard object will
give a clear sound, and a soft one will give a fuzzy' sound with
overtones™. Normal voice commands can be heard by the baby
while he is wearing the device. Bower first tried it out on a
blind baby from the Berkeley children's hospital in California.
The baby, Denis Daughters, seemed delighted”® and played
hide-and-seek'® with his mother after a few days. He enjoyed
finding net in a room. At the age of nine months, he had
reached the development stage of a normal sighted baby. He
was able to perform tests such as balancing an object on two
prongs"” ¢r on a table edge. This may sound trivial’’, but few
sighted™ children can perform such a task before this age.

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3. MYSTERY OF THE OYSTERS

Most marine® research? units are established® on the coast,
but fortunately for science one indefatigable! researcher into
natural rhythms® lives and works a thousand miles from the
gsea, in Evanston, Illinois. Frank Brown started work with
oysters® in 1954. He found that they had a marked tidal
rhythm, opening their shells to feed at high tide and closing
them to prevent damage and drying out during the ebb’. In
laboratory tanks they kept this strict® rhythm going, so Brown
decided to take some specimens® home with him to Illinois to
examine more closely. Evanston is a suburb® of Chicago on the
shore of Lake Michigan but even here the oysters continued to
remember the tidal"' rhythm of their home, on Long Island
Sound, in Connecticut. Everything went well for two weeks, but
on the fifteenth day Brown noticed that a slippage'”> in the
rhythm had occurred. The oysters were no longer opening and
closing in harmony'® with the tide that washed their distant
home, and it seemed as though the experiment had gone wrong,
but the fascinating thing was that the behavior'® of the
mollusks® had altered in the same way and they were still
keeping time with each other. Brown calculated the difference
between the old rhythm and the new one and discovered that
the oysters now opened up at the time the tide would have
flooded Evanston-had the town been on the shore and not
perched' on the bank of a Great Lake 580 feet above sea level.

Somehow'? the oysters realized that they had been moved
one thousand miles to the west and were able to calculate and
apply a correction to their tidal timetable.

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4. ANTARCTIC ICE BREAKS OFF

A huge piece of ice the size of a small country has broken off |
Antarctica. The event has created thousands of ﬂoatizig ice-
bergs' in the Weddell Sea. American and British scientists say
it is the largest piece of ice that has broken off in thirty years.

Scientists say the ice broke off from the Larsen B Sheilf?
area in a thirty-five day_period that began January thirty-first.
This area of ice was on the east side of the Antarctic Peninsuia‘“.
The peninsula is the Antarctic area that is closest to southern
Argentina and Chile. It is surrounded on three sides by seas
that keep temperatures more moderate. '

Larsen B is one of many ice shelves on Antarctica. The
shelves are huge pieces of ice that float in the water. They are
floating extensions* of the ice sheets covering the Antarctic
continent. The ice shelves block the ice sheets from moving off
the land into the water.

The part of Larsen B that broke off was two-hundred
meters thick and covered about two—thousand square
kilometers; Scientists say the ice shelf probably has existed
since before the end of the last major ice age twelve thousand
years ago.

Scientists say the break up of the Larsen B shelf will not
raise sea levels because the ice was already floating in the
water. Sea levels would rise only if the land ice behind it now
began to flow more quickly into the sea.
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Scientists say warming temperature during the Antarctic
summers probably caused the ice to break. Temperatures have
" risen two-point-five degrees Celsius in the Antarctic Peninsula
during the past fifty years. That is much faster than climate
warming worldwide or even in other parts of Antarctica.

Some siudies have suggested other areas of Antarctica
might be cooling. A recent study reported that the ice in West
Antarctica is thickening, not melting °.

The Larsen Ice Shelf has been under careful observation
since Nineteen-Ninety-Five. That is when a piece of ice in the
northern part of the ice shelf, known as Larsen A, broke offin a
similar event. Scientists say the southern part of the ice shelf,
Larsen C, could also break apart® if the warming continues in
Antarctica.

- Some scientists say the separation’ of the ice shelves is
linked ® to the climate warming caused by human activity. But,
other scientists say the break was probably caused by a natural
warming event.

5. ATOMS GAUGE GRAVITY'S ACCELERATION

In a legendary experiment, Galileo dropped stones from the
leaning Tower of Pisa to show that objects of different sizes fall
at the same rate under Earth's gravity '. More than 400 years
later, researchers say they got the same result by dropping
atoms.

The findings, published Thursday in the journal Nature,
confirm that the rate at which something falls is independent of
its mass - whether it be an atom or chunk 2 of glass used in the
modern experiment or a rock dropped from a tilting Fuilding,

"There was no reason to suspect that isolated atoms would
fall differently than more massive objects, " said Steven Chu, a
physicist at Stanford University. "Nevertheless, you want to
establish ® that".

Unlike Galileo's experiment, the modern technology
precisely measured the rate at which the atoms accelerated *
while falling under gravity. The result represents a million-fold
increase in accuracy over previous tests, Chu said.

Chu and his colleagues super-cooled cesium atoms to within
two-millionths of a degree above absolute zero, the point at
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which all movement stops. Absclute zero is minus 459 degrees
Fahrenheit,

"The atoms are so slow that their motion is predominantly °
of a gravity free-fall,” he said. "They then can be considered
objects like a baseball tossed up and down."

The particles’ rate of fall was then measured. The
researchers ran a similar test in which they dropped a glass
prism °. The results were the same for both the large and small
objects.

The acceleration due to gravity is about 32 feet per second,
a figure that varies slightly depending on where on Earth it is
measured.

The findings of Galileo, Chu and all other physicists may
sound odd ” to anyone who has dropped a tray of food. A slice of
bread hits the ground after a glass of wine because of air
resistance ®, not changes in gravitational acceleration.

Chu shared the 1997 Nobel Prize in physics for his laser-
cooling invention dubbed "atomic fountains," the same
" technology used in the atom-dropping experiment. It 1s also
used to improve the precision of atomic clocks.

6. MORNING STAR - EVENING STAR

It is easy to find Venus this month. An hour after sunset,
look toward the west (where the Sun goes down). Part way up
the sky, you will see what looks like the brightest star. This
"star” is really a planet, called Venus.

Stars stay in the same patterns, or constellations. But some
lights in the sky move around from night to night. These objects
are called planets, which means "Wanderers”. One bright and
beautiful wanderer was named for Venus, a goddess of love and
beauty in stories from long ago. .
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As seen from Earth, Venus far outshines every star. It is
also brighter than the other planets.

Why is Venus so bright? It comes closer to Earth than any
other planet. Also, the weather on Venus is always the same:
cloudy everywhere. The thick clouds are white as snow and
reflect lots of sunlight. This makes Venus easy for us to see.
Also, Venus is closer to the Sun than Earth is. The sunlight
that hits Venus is twice as strong as the sunlight that hits
Earth. )

Because we can see Venus for only a few hours after sunset,
it is sometimes called the evening star. But remember, Venus is
really a planet. It won't stay in one place. By the end of March,
we won't be able to see Venus at all. That is because it will be
passing between Earth and the Sun, and Venus will be lost in
the Sun's glare.

By the end of April, we will again be able to see Venus. This
time, it will be in the east (where the Sun comes up) before
sunrise. Then it will be called the morning star. This will last
until mid-November, when Venus will pass around the other
side of the Sun and will again be out of view. Then, in mid-
March 2002, Venus will reappear in the west, and we will call it
the evening star once again’

7. MYSTERY OF EGYPTIAN TOMB SOLVED

LOS ANGELES - In a tale of booby-trapped! tombs and
hidden mummies’, an archaeologist affiliated with the
University of California-loos Angeles, has found one of the
longest-sought burial places of ancient Egypt hidden under an
old woman's house in the so-called Valley of the Golden
Mummies.

For more than a century, archaeologists have sought the
tomb of ‘the governor of Bahariya province, the second most
powerful man in Egypt during the Roman-influenced reigns of
kings Apries and Ahmose II.-

The mystery was broken after residents of the area secretly
told archaeologist Zahi Hawass about a number of tombs
located under a small village of squatters®,

When the squatters were removed and the old woman
- relocated to a newly built house. Hawass - director of the Giza
‘Pyramids and an adjunct* professor at UCLA - discovered the
vizier's® tomb. -

But when he entered it this spring he found it booby-

trapped with a two-foot-deep layer of yellow power that
sickened his team.

When Hawass and his col-leagues finally opened the
massive 2,500-yéar-old sarcophagus® of the high priest Zed-
Khonsu-ef-ankh, they discovered to their dismay’ that the
mummy - undisturbed by looters® for more than 2;500 years -
largely had been destroyed by water leaking from the modern
- house above it. ' )

Nonetheless, artifacts and insériptions from the site "will
greatly enrich our knowledge of the Roman period in Egypt...
and of Baharya itself", which was a major trade center on the
western border of Egypt and protected it from Libya, Hawass
said.

The period, called the 26th Dynasty, is now only very poorly
understood, he added.

~ In their other excavations at Bahariya earlier thig year,
Hawass' team opened seven additional tombs and discovered
102 mummies to add to the 105 unveiled in 1999, Like their
predecessors, many of the mummies were sheathed® in gold, the
trait that provided the site's name.

.The Valley of the Golden Mummies has been called the most
spectaculaf archaeologist discovery in Egypt since the tomb of
King Tut because of its large number of well-preserved
mummies. Tombs from earlier periods in Egypt usually
contained only one or two zhu_mmies, but some of the vaults'’ at
Bahariya had as many as 42. Hawass speculates'! that there
are as many as 10,000 mummies buried under the sands of this
oasis,
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For the first time in Egypt, the team brought in an X-ray
machine to an archaeological site and studied many of the
mummies. Although most appeared healthy, the majority
seemed to have died in their 30s and 40s. Hawass thinks they
might have developed heart or other problem because of high
levels of iron in the water.

8. THE ATOMIC AGE: FROM FISSION' TO FALLOUT*

For many people now living, the modern world began on
August 6, 1945. The U.S. atomic bombings of the Japanese
cities of Hiroshima and three days later, Nagasaki, brought an
end to * World War II. But the arrival of the Atomic Age and
the brutal evidence of just how effective this new weapon was,
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tainted * the ensuing peace. Edward R. Murrow, a famed U.S.
radio journalist of the time, commented: "Seldom if ever has a
war ended leaving the victors with such a sense of uncertainty
and fear, with such a realization that the future is obscure and
that survival is not agsured.

A brief bomb history

Scientists knew about the atom’s basic structure as early as
the late 1800s. But only six years elapsed between th¢ discovery
of fission in 1939 and the destruction of Hiroshima by an atomic
bomb.

By the 1930s, physicists were aware of the potential
military use of nuclear energy. In 1939, German-born scientist
Albert Einstein sent a letter to U.S. President Franklin
Roosevelt alerting ® him to the possible threat. Soon after the
U.8. entered World War II, the United States government
secretly established the Manhattan Project to develop an
atomic bomb. :

The sciontists assembled to work on the atomir weapon
began to succeed. In late 1942, Italian Nobel laureate® Enrico
Fermi and his associates demonstrated the first selfsustaining ?
chain reaction in a laboratory built under a squash® court at the
University of Chicago. The Manhattan Project then set up
facilities for nuclear production and research - which quickly
saw results, The first true plutonium production reactor® began
operation in Oak Ridge, Tennessee, in November 1943.

On July 16, 1945, Manhattan Project scientists detonated!
the world's first nuclear device at the Trinity test site near
Alamogordo, New Mexico. Three weeks later, "Little Boy" was
dropped on Hiroshima.
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How the bomb works

Nuclear weapons are the most powerful explosive devices
yet? devised”® by man. They are broken down inte two
categories - fission, or "atomic" bombs, and fusion'®, the so-
called "hydrogen" or "thermonuclear"' weapons.

The first atomic bombs used two basic methods to create a
nuclear explosion'®,

"Little Boy", the bomb that destroyed Hiroshima, used a so-
called gun-barrel'® method. A small explosion drove one piece of
uranium into another with ferocious impact” in a device
similar to an artillery"® barrel-creating the chain reaction.

"Fat Man", the bomb dropped on Nagasaki, was an-
implosion'® device - a mass of plutonium - 239 surrounded by a
chemical explosive®. The weapon's fuse® made sure? all the
conventional, chemical explosive was detonated at the same
time. That explosion compressed * the plutomum setting off %
the chain reaction.

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traffic by the end of 1995, said Christian Zbylut, director of
Eurotunnel's freight division, Shuttle Freight.

"We have new clients every day and are confident about®
our ability® to achieve® our objectives® fixed’ for 1995," Zbylut
told a news conference®.

The tunnel has taken 12 percent of the cross-channel
freight market after two months of operations, he said,
specifying that an average of 350 lorries use the tunnel daily,
on 34 trams.

Zbylut ruled out' a price war with the ferry companies,
saying Eurotunnel's prices were "marginally higher because we

offer a better service™.!!

Elsewhere, Christopher Garnett, Eurotunnel's commercial
manager, said passenger tariffs would be published? just before
the start'® of paying passenger services, scheduled for the third
week in November..

The group is currently waiting for the inter-governmental
commission on security to give the go-ahead for the vehicle'
carrier'® "Le Shuttle" and the Eurostar passenger train.

4. MODERNISATION THROUGH INDUSTRIALISATION:
NATIONAL ECONOMIC STRATEGY

Hai Duong province, in the middle of the northern delta' of
Vietnam, is embarking? on a very ambitious® plan to transform

*
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agricultural economy* to a modern one which "balances the
agricultural’, industrial® and handicraft’ and service sectors®,

after six months of investigation® and preparation'®.

The new economic sectoral hierarchy!! aimed at by the year
2000 is: agriculture 40% (of GDP); industry — handicraft'? sector
‘and the service sector contributing 30% each. Agricultural
production it selfs is to be readjusted'®: food crops will account
for 43% instead of the earlies 55% of total agricultural
production', while husbandry’® (32%) and vegetables and
industrial crops'® (25%) will make up the rest,

In land use terms', this means 14,000 ha of the 114,000
hectares of paddy'® grown will be given over to fruit trees and
industrial plants'®, with the 10% of land area alone. it is
expected to produce VNI 50 milliorv/ha/annual towards export.
Overall an annual growth raté’of 10% is to be achieved® by the
agricultural sector by the year 2000.

Increasing mechanisation® is an important part of this
development and the aim® is to mechanise* 100% of rice
irrigation® and processing, 60% of transportation and 40% of
earth work.

The provincial authorities® are planning to build and
upgrade®” the infrastructure towards urbanising® many parts
of Hai Duong. These designated areas are to provide facilities
and services for the development of agriculture in rural areas.
Though primarily agricultural, the province has industrial
factories and facilities like a cement company that is expanding
production to reach an annual output® of 2 million tonnes in
the near future and a thermal power station® that is to supply
the entire province with power. Plans also are on to install
automatic telephone exchanges® in all of its villages, build

raising the living standards® of the people.

5. NOBEL ECONOMICS PRIZE FOR THREE PIONEERS
IN GAMES THEORY

The Nobel economics prize' was awarded jointly on Tuesday
to Americans John C. Harsanyi and John F.Nash, and German
Reinhard Selten for their research? into game theory, the
Swedish Royal Academy of Sciences® said.

The three won® the prize for their work® into games as the
foundation® for understanding complex economic issues’.The
citation paid tribute® to their "pioneering analysis of
equilibrium® in the theory® of non-competitive games" - a
branch of game theory which has had great impact on economic
research in the past 50 years.

Nash, of Princeton University, New Jersey, first introduced
the distinction" between cooperative games, in which binding
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agreements'? can be made, and non - cooperative games, where
binding'® agreements are not feasible.

Nash developed an equilibrium concept for non -
cooperative games that was later called the Nash Equilibrium.
Selten, of the Rheinische Friedrich - Wilhems University in
Bonn, refined the Nash equilibrium concept while Harsanyi, of
the University of California, Berkeley, showed how games of
incomplete’® information can be analysed.

Harsanyi's work opened up'® a theoretical foundation for a
new field of research', the economics of information, which
focuses' on strategic'® situations where different agents do not
know each other's objectives?.

Games theory was developed from the studies® of such
games as chess and poker, in which a player has to think ahead
and devise a strategy based on the potential moves of other
players. The same approach can be applied to many economic
situations, research has shown.

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6. SOME NEW AMERICAN MONEY

The United States government has been re-designing its
paper money since 1996. This effort is an attempt to stop people
from printing false money called counterfeit‘, Shirley Griffith
explains.

People have been making counterfeit money ever since the -
Chinese invented paper money many thousands of years ago.
They use printers® or copying machines® to produce the false
money. Then they use it to buy goods or exchange for real
money. Last year, almost 2,500 people were arrested in the
United States for making or using counterfeit money.
Government officials are trying to stop counterfeiters by
designing new money. '

Newly designed 100-dollar bills have been in use for about 3
years. Newly designed 50-dollar bills have been in use for 2
years. And last month, the government began releasing a newly
designed* 20-dollar bill®. The 20-dollar bill is the most widely
used large bill in America. It is also the most widely
counterfeited. All the new bills are much more difficult to
counterfeit than the older ones. The picture on the front is
larger than before. It is not directly in the center of the bill.
This provides room for a special watermark® that can be seen
only under a light’. A thin piece of plastic thread is placed
within the paper to the right of the picture. It glows® under
ultra-violet light?. | |

There is a different color thread for each bill. Red for the
100-dollar bill, yellow for the 50, and green for the 20. Finally, -
the number in the lower right corner of the bill on the front is
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printed in ink that changes color. It looks green when seen
straight on. It looks black when seen from the side.

The United States Treasury Department' is not stopping
with the 20-dollar bill. It will begin releasing newly designed 10
and 5-dollar bill next year. After that, will come a new 1-dollar
bill. Even when the new bills are in common use, the old bills
will still be legal. Do you know whose picture is on America's
20-dollar bill? It is Andrew Jackson. He was president of the
United States during the 1830s.

8. CURRENCY DILEMMAS

No exchange-rate system is ideal. Whether governments fix,
float or "manage” their currencies, problems arise. Today's
preference for the extremes - pure float or absolute fix - is
overdone.

~Argentina fascinates exchange-rate'mavens‘. Its currency,
the peso, is fastened to the dollar in an arrangement that
provides the strongest fix you can imagine short of outright?
dollarisation. The country ha- a currency board, which in effect
promises, if need be, to swap® dollars for pesos at the stated
parity* without limit. In the end, in other words, the
government is willing not merely to tolerate but to facilitate the
dollarisation of the economy, should it come to that. The reward
for this stark® clarity® is, or ought to be, monetary stability: zero
expectations of devaluation and, therefore, lower interest rates
than would otherwise prevail.

This clarity is much in fashion. After the collapse of
Europe's exchange-rate mechanism in the early 1990s and then,
even more dramatic, the East Asian debacle’ of 1997 - 98, many
economists conclude that exchange rates which were sort of

*
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fixed, but not quite, were a big mistake. These days it is very
much the orthodoxy that, thanks to the might of global capital
markets, the muddled® middle way will not do. You must adopt
one of the "corner-solutions”, choosing at one extreme either to
let your currency float freely, or at the other to fix it for good
and all, either in'a monetary union (as in Europe) or by means
of a currency board. The first preserves a country's ability to
conduct its own monetary policy; the second surrenders that
power in return for a stable exchange rate. Efforts to have a bit
of both are, according to the new view, doomed, because they
create the conditions for financial crises.

This thinking helps to shape current IMF advice - and the
conditions which the Fund attaches to its loans. The United
States'is'especially keen to encourage other countries to follow
one path or the other. Many developing countries have done So,
and have now floated their currencies. Agrentina is an example,
rare as yet, of a country that has chosen the second
recommended approach. :

Unfortunately, all is not well in Argentina. It is currently
arranging a loan from the IMF and from other official lenders
_ that will be the biggest external bail-out since Brazil's in
| January 1999. The rate of unemployment is 15%, Wwages are
falling and output is stagnant’. As for monetary stability,
interest rates on Argentina's bonds have lately been ten
percentage points higher than the US equivalent - reflecting
not fears of a devaluation, but the risk of default. Part of the
reason for this distress is that the strong dollar has dragged the
. peso to damaging heights; also, with monetary policy foreclosed,
it 1s hard for the authorities to stimulate demand.

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9. DEFINING A DOWNTURN

The list of sickly economies is growing. In the year to the
second quarter, America's GDP! growth slumped? to its slowest
rate for almost ten years. Japan's GDP probably fell for a
second consecutive quarter; its industrial production plunged’
at an annual rate of 17% in the first six months of this year.
German business confidence has fallen to its lowest for five
years. And several emerging economies, including Mexico and
Singapore, are already in outright’ recession.

Although America is having a2 hard landing, it has so far
escaped an official recession, defined as two consecutive
quarters of falling GDP. But is it possible for the world economy
as a whole to suffer a recession without America actually going
under? The answer depends on what you mean by "recession”.

Global industrial production fell at an annual rate of 6% in
the first half of this year, the sharpest dive in two decades. But
global GDP growth has remained positive, and most economists
still forecast global growth of at least 2% this year. So why the
talk about a world recession?

In an individual economy a recession involves a fall in GDP.
The world, by that definition, has not suffered a true recession
since the 1930s: a slump in the United States, say, has always
been offset by growth elsewhere. The years 1975, 1982 and
1991 were all deemed® to be world recessions, yet, according to
figures published in the IMF's World Economic Outlook, global
GDP grew in those years by 1.9%, 1.2% and 1.4% respectively.

Cynics® might say that in all three years America was in
recession and that Americans think they are the world.
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Nevertheless, there is a good reason to define these years as
global recessions - a reason that exposes the flaws in the
traditional definition of recession in a single economy.

A more sensible definition of recession might therefore be
when the growth rate falls significantly (perhaps by at least two
percentage points) below its longterm potential, causing
unemployment to rise. In practice, potential growth rates are
devilishly’ hard to estimate - not least in America in recent
years. A best guess is that the world's potential growth rate 1s -
3.5% - 4%, so a slowdown to less than 2% growth ought to count
as a recession.

It is not only the definition of a world recession that 1s
controversial. The actual figures for global GDP growth should
also carry a health warning. One investment bank, Morgan
Stanley, predicts global growth of 2,4% for this year, down from
4,8%. In 2000, J.P. Morgan, on the other hand, is gloomier, with
growth forecast at just 1,6%. However, closer inspection reveals
that the difference between the two forecasts ic due largely to
different methods used to add together individual countries'
growth rates.

Morgan Stanley, like the IMF, uses weights based on
countries’ GDP measured at purchasing-power parity® (PPP),
which adjusts for differences in price levels between countries.
J.P. Morgan use weights based on GDP at market exchange
rates. The PPP method gives far more weight to emerging
economies, especially to China, and since these economies are
growing faster than rich ones, the PPP-based figure for global
growth comes out higher. Whichever measure you take,
thought, the world economy is dangerously clpse to recession.

10. A GLOBAL EURO?

It is one of the great mysteries of economics: why do
forecasters get things so wrong, so often? In the case of the
euro, they were spectacularly’ wrong. Ever since its creation,
the euro has fallen, against all expectations, as financial
markets have continued to express a clear preference for
holding dollars rather than euros. Has this fatally weakened
the euro’s prospects of rivalling the dollar as an international
reserve currency? '

The world has grown so used to the dollar's dominant role
as the most widely used hard currency that it is difficult to
remember that it was once (in the late 1970s, for instance)
chronically weak, and equally difficult to contemplate® future
change. By the late 1990s, more than four-fifths of all foreign -
exchange transactions? involved the dollar. Nearly half of world
exports are denominated in dollars. The proportion of official
reserves held in dollars rose from about half in 1990 to two-
thirds in 1999,
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Yet the euro is (or at least has the potential to be) the first
fully fledged* rival to the dollar in more than half a century.
Some economists thought that a single currency for the entire
euro area would ensure its appeal to financial markets outside
Europe, so that it would have a greater impact than the
currencies it replaced. As Europe's capital markets became
more integrated®, more liquid and easier to uée,' the euro
securities market would grow, pushing down transactions costs.
This was an idea that appealed especially to.some European
politicians who saw the chance, finally, to end what they saw as
the dollar's hegemony®. Yet it has not quite worked like that.

Jeffry Frieden, a professor at Harvard University, argues
that four factors are important in determining a currency's
lnternatlonal role: stability, which reduces the risk of holding
assets in that currency; a strong exchange rate, to avoid capital
losses for investors; deep and liquid financial markets, which
enable holders to diversify or liquidate their holdings; and
strong regulatory backing to minimise’ the possibility of crises.

It does not take much analysis to see that the euro has so
far failed to meet the first two of Mr Frieden's criteria. Since
January 1999, the euro has fallen from about $1.20 to around
87 cents today; at times, it has been even’ lower. Not a
performance {o attract would - be investors.

Yet a surprisingly large proportion of international bond
and note issues is now denominated in euros. According to the
Bank for International Settlements, more than a third of such
issues were In eurcs in 2000; the new currency gained further
ground in the first quarter of this year, accounting for about
47% of such debt issues. (It will, of course, take longer for the
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stock of euro-denominated debt to rise to such significant
shares of the total). The euro appears thus to meet Mr Frieden's
third and fourth criteria, and this has helped it to win a

substantial place in international financial markets.

Experts all acknowledge that the world still lacks a system
of financial oversight' that makes banking a safe and stable
business. Given that deposit - taking banks are inherently®
risky enterprises (they borrow short-term, promise to repay in
full on demand, and then lend the proceeds long-term), there
may be no such system - short of a radical rethink of what
banks are for. Still, in the mean-time, regulators ought to be
able to improve on the present approach.

The apparently endless efforts to craft’ Basel 2, a new
capital - adequacy standard for banks, are intended to remedy
known defects in the existing rules, which were laid down in the
first Basel accord and adopted in 1988. Everybody agrees, that the
new rules must strike a better balance between regulation
(with incentives for effective self-monitoring), supervision and
market discipline. The signs are that Basel 2 will rightly put
