Vietnam Education Foundation Opens Its Online Application Form
for Fellowship Program 2009

Hanoi, 20- 8, 2007 — Today, the Vietnam Education Foundation (VEF) officially
annouces the opening of its online application form for the Fellowship Program,
cohort 2009. The online application form will be available at
http://application.vef.gov/2009/ from 8:00 a.m., August 20, 2007, to 8:00 a.m.,
October 1, 2007. Applications through intermediary agents will not be acceptable.

« VEF has made careful preparation for the launch of the application form» said Mr.
Long Nguyen, Chief of Staff, VEF Hanoi Office. He commented, « For more than a
month, the Announcement of the VEF Fellowship Program 2009 has been sent to
relevant universities, research institutes, and Vietnam’s government agencies
nationwide. Besides, the information on the Fellowship Program has been
transmitted by various means of mass media. We hope that all eligible and qualified
applicants have been informed of the launch and are ready to apply.»

With much experience and insights from the application screening process, Ms. Hoa
Bui, Program Manager, remarked, «Applicants should pay much attention to the
availability and validity of academic transcript and TOEFL score report. In the past
few years, some applications, unfortunately, were eliminated due to either a lack of
academic transcript in English or an invalid TOEFL score report.» Ms. Hoa stressed,
«There were also cases when applicants did not hit the ‘SUBMIT’ button after filling
out the application form. Those applications, unfortunately, were eliminated
automatically by the system because they were considered incomplete.»

«We hope that all potential qualified candidates across the country will apply for the
VEF fellowship » said Dr. Phuong Nguyen, Country Director of VEF. She
continued, «We are willing to send VEF staff to universities, research institutes, and
agencies upon request, especially, to universities in remote areas in order to
introduce the VEF Fellowship Program and to provide guidance on how to complete
the online application.

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VEF (www.vef.gov) is a special initiative of the U.S. Congress to bring the U.S. and Vietnam closer
through educational exchanges related to science and technology. VEF is governed by a Board of
Directors whose thirteen members consist of three U.S. Cabinet members—Secretary of State,
Secretary of Education, and Secretary of Treasury; two U.S. Senators; two U.S. Representatives; and
six Presidential appointees. The Foundation is in its fifth year of operations and incorporates
assistance from the U.S. National Academies in developing and executing VEF programs. Annually,
VEF receives $5 million from the U.S. Congress until 2018 to strengthen Vietnam’s education in the
fields of natural sciences, agriculture, environment, medicine, mathematics, and technology. As its
flagship activity, the VEF Fellowship program has placed 230 Fellows at more than 60 top U.S.
graduate institutions, mostly for doctoral degrees. VEF Fellows are required to return to Vietnam
after completing their academic programs in the U.S.
